HAVE:  
Besonders im amerikanischen 
Englisch wird have, wenn es 
nicht Teil des Perfekts ist, wie 
ein Vollverb („besitzen“) 
gebraucht und mit DO 
umschrieben: Do you have a 
car and a house? Im 
britischen Englisch heisst es 
dann eher: Have you got a 
car? 
 
Das Present Continuous (ing-
Form) wird immer mit dem 
Hilfsverb BE gebildet und  
folglich nie mit DO 
umschrieben: Are you 
listening to the radio? 
 
Das Perfekt wird immer mit 
dem Hilfsverb HAVE 
gebildet, also nie mit DO 
umschrieben: Have you seen 
my sister anywhere? 
 
TO DO (=tun) selber ist ein 
Vollverb und wird mit DO 
umschrieben: Do you do your 
homework?
